CAIRO VILLAGE BOARD
MINUTES

	The Village Board of Trustees met in regular session on Monday, 
March 9, 2015, 7:00 p.m. at the Village Hall, Cairo, Nebraska.  On roll call the following members were present:  Bellamy, Heger, Marr, Sorensen; Absent: Wellensiek.  A motion was made by Marr, seconded by Bellamy to approve the agenda as prepared.  Ayes:  Bellamy, Heger, Sorensen, Marr; Nays:  None.

	The Board reviewed the Hall County Sheriff’s Dept. report.  A deputy was present to discuss any concerns or problems. There was a total patrol time of 42 hours and 21 minutes for the month of February.  There was an additional 14 hours and 54 minutes reported on detail.  The Criminal Investigations Division had 2 hours and 50 minutes to report. With there being no further discussion or comments, the report will be placed on file.

	There was a discussion on future land improvement for the well site and possible treatment plant or other options for the water system because of the arsenic level in the water system.  Cornell reported on the arsenic level measurements he has taken since December of 2013 in a graph.  He has also taken water samples from areas on other areas closer to the river.  It was suggested that we get water samples from west of Centura to see what the arsenic level is.  Also Ralph Naber from the department of health and human services was here to discuss the arsenic violations and let us know we have time to look into our different options. 

	It was moved by Bellamy, seconded by Sorensen to approve Resolution #03-09-15 pertaining to closing High Street for the Cornstalk Festival.  High Street will be closed from 6 am-10 pm on June 20th from Highway 11 to Syria Street for CornStalk events.   Ayes:  Heger, Marr, Sorensen, Bellamy; Nays: None.

	It was moved by Marr, seconded by Bellamy to approve closing or blocking other streets during the CornStalk Festival for certain events (Medina, Said, Syria).  Letters will be sent out to the residents affected. Ayes: Bellamy, Sorensen, Heger, Marr: Nays: None.     

	It was moved by Marr, seconded by Sorensen to approve the automatic liquor license for Bosselman Inc., dpa “Pump & Pantry #4”.  Ayes:  Marr, Sorensen, Bellamy, Heger; Nays: None.
	
	There was a discussion on putting an old Cairo downtown light post up at the community center that is being donated by Ken Harders.  The board discussed how we could get electricity to it and possibly putting it by the west entrance of the center.  It was also discussed to put it up in conjunction with the Veteran’s Memorial they are wanting to put at the community center. 

	A motion was made by Marr, seconded by Bellamy to approve minutes of the previous meeting. Ayes:  Heger, Marr, Sorensen, Bellamy; Nays: None.

The February claims were read and after a brief discussion, it was moved by Sorensen, seconded by Marr to approve and authorize payment.  Ayes:  Marr, Bellamy, Heger, Sorensen; Nays:  None.  Bill list attached and made part of these minutes.  The Clerk gave the treasurer’s report and the individual fund balances were reviewed by the Board. A motion was made by Sorensen, seconded by Marr to approve the treasurer’s report as prepared.  Ayes: Sorensen, Bellamy, Heger, Marr; Nays:  None.

Approval was to be made on installing equipment on the Village’s water tower in order to tie the County’s 911 system to the county.  The board did not receive any additional information from the Hall County Emergency Management director so they tabled this item. 

The board discussed having Municipal Code services putting the village’s ordinances on the Cairo website for residents to view.  The cost for this would be $300 and then they would make the updates as needed.  The Clerk will discuss with Municipal Code Services what needs to do to make this work.  A motion was made by Bellamy, seconded by Marr to have this done.  Ayes: Bellamy, Sorensen, Heger, Marr; Nays: None. 

	A motion was made by Sorensen and seconded by Marr to approve and sign an application for Adam Becker to put up a 10 X 20 storage building at his residence at 614 Nubia St. Ayes:  Marr, Sorensen, Bellamy, Heger; Nays: None.

 	 Any special reports from the committees were discussed:  A. The Finance/Budget committee will probably start working on the budget in June.   B. The Parks/Cemetery/Community Center/Pool committee reported that we are starting the application process for pool employees for the summer.  C. The Personnel committee had nothing to report.  D.  The Ordinances/Contracts committee had nothing to report but will review the update from Municipal Code Services on possible new ordinances that the Village should consider.  E. The Equipment/Building Improvements/Sewer Maintenance Committee Sorensen reported they are getting a quote for a pivot for irrigating the lagoons.  F.  Charity Adams gave a report on behalf of the steering committee. The construction on the Centura Hills playground has been scheduled for early April.  Since the closing of the Cairo record social Media including Facebook, Twitter, cairocommunity.com and the E-newsletter has increased in viewership and use.  The Village is experiencing a significant influx of request to publish to these resources.  The No Bummer Summer committee has met and will be adding a Lemonade Days class that is 4 day class on entrepreneurship.  The 5th day the students will conduct business in their Lemonade stands on High St.  The students will learn how to create a budget, ask for loan, plan their inventory develop marketing, and develop a profit and loss concept.  Another addition to No Bummer Summer Progressive Agriculture Safety Day.  Cairo applied to be a host site for this program.  Cairo is approved to educate up to 200 students from a 30 mile radius on fire safety, bicycle safety, PTO safety, gun safety, blind spot safety, power line safety and seat belt safety. The No Bummer Summer Program will bring back last year’s favorites and intend to add some hunting, sports and dance related classes to this year’s classes.
 Plans for the the 10th Annual Easter Egg Hunt have begun.  The hunt will be March 28th at Centura Hills.  Hallie DeFreese will be assisting with this year’s planning.
 Grants were submitted to the Sowers Club and Farm Credit Services. The Cairo Community Foundation Golf Tournaments have been mailed.  Teams have started to sign up for this program.  Cairo Community Foundation will also be participating in the Go Big Give campaign with United Way on May 1st. The Grocery Store Committee received positive results on their survey and look forward to the next step in the process.
 
Other business: The Village Board was presented with a check for the amount of $981.67 from ACE for the village’s member distribution for the year. It was a consensus of the board to use the funds for park improvements.   The next regular meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, April 14, 2015 @ 7:00 p.m.  

With there being no further business to come before the Board, on motion by Sorensen, seconded by Bellamy, the meeting was adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
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
